
Seabird breeding site
Purtaboi Island is a restricted access area from 1 October 
to 31 March to protect the breeding grounds of nesting 
terns. Breeding success of these species is seriously 
affected by human disturbance.

Access to the island during this period is by permit only. 
A person must not enter or remain in this area without a 
permit or written approval. 

Contravention of the requirements of 
this regulatory notice is an offence under the 
Nature Conservation Act 1992.
Maximum penalty: 80 penalty units ($6,000).
On-the-spot fine: $225.
